Na janela de Configuragao de Partitura, se deseja adicionar mais instrumentos, pressione o icone mais (+) - isso abrira o seletor de ins-
trumentos novamente.

Pressione o icone Edigao para remover instrumentos — aperte no(s) instrumento(s) para selecionar e aperte Excluir. Para alterar a
ordem dos instrumentos na partitura, use o icone de trés linhas a direita e arraste os instrumentos para a ordem desejada

Na lateral direita da Configuragao de Partitura ha uma alternancia Partitura / Parte — isso lhe permite visualizar a partitura completa ou
uma parte individual. Ao visualizar uma parte, use o icone olho proximo a cada instrumento e altere a parte sendo vista. Ao visualizar a
Partitura Completa, o icone olho é utilizado para exibir/esconder partes da prépria partitura.

Se vocé nao tiver o pacote de amostra de som instalado para um instrumento selecionado, um icone de Download redondo azul apa-
recera - toque para baixar o Soundset correspondente. Observe que vocé ndo precisa ter o som baixado / comprado para escrever para
esse instrumento, pois o Notion utilizara som de piano como padrao se nao estiver presente.

« Tipo de Pentagrama - seleciona o tipo de pauta exibido para o instrumento

» Padrao - pauta Unica de 5 linhas
o Tablatura - tablatura de violdo com uma linha para cada corda e niumeros ao invés de cabegas de notas
« Padrao + TAB - duas pautas vinculadas, com notagao padréo e tablatura simultdneas para um Unico instrumento
« Sistema - duas pautas vinculadas representando as maos esquerda e direita
« Kit de Bateria - uma pauta de cinco linhas com clave de percusséo
« Linha Unica - pauta de uma linha
» Opcoes de Tablatura (exibido apenas se uma opgao de tablatura for escolhida acima)
« Tipo de Tablatura - escolha entre uma selegao de presets e afinagdes de instrumentos
» Cordas da Tablatura - exibe a afinagao do instrumento, mas pode ser substituida por uma afinagao personalizada
o Circulos na Tablatura - para mostrar um circulo em torno de notas semibreves ou minimas
« Exibir Hastes na Tablatura - opgao para ocultar hastes ritmicas para notas de tablatura
* Modo de Haste de Voz - se houver varias vozes em uma pauta, isso permite decidir como as hastes devem ser tratadas

o Separar Acima/Abaixo - o tratamento padrao de cada nota de voz superior aponta para cima e cada nota de voz infe-
rior aponta para baixo

« Hastes Adicionadas - sempre que duas vozes compartilharem o mesmo ritmo, junte as duas notas com uma haste na
mesma diregdo Nos pontos em que houver diferengas ritmicas, retorne ao padrédo separado para cima/baixo

« Separar por Compasso tratara as vozes como opg¢éao de haste unida, mas sempre que houver uma excegéo em qual-
quer lugar num compasso, este sera tratado como Separado para cima/baixo

« Exibir Armadura isso ocultara a armadura de clave no inicio de cada sistema e adicionara acidentes automaticamente as
notas quando necessario. Uso mais comum com Trompas Francesas.

« Transposicao (exibido apenas se um instrumento com afinagao for selecionado) - O Notion configura automaticamente ao
selecionar um instrumento transponivel na configuragao da partitura Contudo vocé também pode escolher manualmente qual
nota e em que oitava deve soar quando um C notado é tocado Ex.: Uma trompa francesa em F tocando um C notado, soaria F
na mesma oitava abaixo Um Sax Tenor em Bb tocando um C notado, soaria Bb uma oitava abaixo

« Visdo de Tela Cheia / Parte Unica [F5] - alterne entre mostrar a partitura completa ou uma Unica parte
Varias opgdes de exibi¢cao estao disponiveis abaixo. Essas opgdes se aplicarao a qualquer exibigdo atualmente selecionada - nem
todas as opgOes se aplicam a todas as exibicdes, elas ficardo esmaecidas conforme apropriado.

As préximas opgdes determinam como o Notion analisa seu desempenho. Por padréo, isso é configurado para otimizar a
entrada do teclado MIDI - toque em Presets para alternar entre violao MIDI e teclado MIDI.

Intensidade Minima define a velocidade MIDI minima de uma nota de 1 a 127. O Notion desconsiderara as notas
abaixo do nivel definido aqui.

Duragao Minima define a duragdo minima de uma nota em milissegundos. O Notion desconsiderara as notas abaixo
da duracéo ajustada.

Ponto de Divisao : Ao inserir notas em uma Pauta Principal (onde um Unico instrumento tem duas pautas, uma para
cada méo, por exemplo, piano, harpa, marimba), vocé pode definir o ponto de divisdo no qual o Notion enviara e ano-
tara as notas para qualquer uma das maos. Isso é definido por padrao para piano em C4, D6 central.

Quialteras determina se o Notion deve usar tercinas em sua analise (pode significar ndo apenas tercinas, mas tam-
bém outros grupos).

Violao Multicanal se vocé tiver um controlador de guitarra MIDI multicanal, isso diz ao Notion para ouvir um canal por

corda.

Andamento padrdao do metrénomo

O Notion seguira a marca impressa do metrénomo ao tocar o cliqgue. Lembre-se disso, especialmente se houver uma alteragdo na for-
mula de compasso posteriormente. Por exemplo, uma pecga pode iniciar em seminima = 90 em 3/4, mas depois alterar para 6/8. A
menos que uma nova marca de metrébnomo seja adicionada, o metrénomo continuara em 3x seminimas por compasso. Nesse caso,
uma nova marca de metronomo deve ser adicionada no local da mudanca, para pontuada seminima = 60 —vocé ouvira dois cliques
por compasso, conforme o esperado.

Gravagao em Tempo Real
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Reconhecimento de Escrita a Mao

Vocé também pode usar sua propria escrita @ mao como ferramenta de entrada de notas. O mecanismo de escrita a mao do Notion usa
o MyScript™, que analisou milhares de estilos diferentes de caligrafia musical — ndo ha gestos personalizados para aprender nem o
software precisa “aprender” seu proprio estilo pessoal. O Notion pode converter notas, pausas, acordes, articulagées, linhas de com-
passo, acidentes, férmulas de compasso, linhas suplementares, legatos, ligaduras, claves. Veja abaixo um diagrama completo dos
itens. A escrita @ mao é compativel com todas as plataformas (Windows, macOS, iOS, Android) e dispositivos (telefone, tablet, com-
putador) e vocé pode usar uma caneta ou o dedo. A sensibilidade a pressdo também é suportada para canetas compativeis. Se ndo esti-
ver usando o Notion Mobile em uma tela sensivel ao toque, pode usar uma mesa digitalizadora para escrita a mao.

O reconhecimento de escrita @ mao esta disponivel em pautas de notagdo padrao de 5 linhas (ou seja, ndo em pautas de percussédo de
linha unica nem tablatura) - € um recurso pago desbloqueavel por meio de compra no aplicativo ou fazendo login com sua conta Studio
One+.

Escrita a mao com uma caneta ativa (ex.: Apple Pencil / Microsoft Surface Pen)
O Notion detecta automaticamente a diferenga entre uma caneta ativa e um dedo.

« Se estiver usando esse tipo de caneta, a escrita a mao é ativada automaticamente para sua caneta, deixando seu dedo livre
para entrada normal de notas e navegacao na partitura.

« Vocé pode optar por alternar manualmente entre os modos - va para Menu do aplicativo>Opgdes e desative a Escrita a Mao
com Caneta. Entéo vocé pode alternar manualmente os modos usando o icone Ferramenta de caligrafia que esta visivel na exi-
bigao da Paleta estendida (Menu do Aplicativo>Opgdes>Paleta Estendida).

« Asensibilidade a presséo esta habilitada para esses tipos de canetas, conforme vocé escreve, a espessura da linha varia
dependendo da forga com que vocé pressiona. Embora essas informagdes sejam descartadas na conversao, a escrita parece
muito mais natural e também mais precisa.

« Comuma Apple Pencil de 22 geragéo, vocé pode tocar duas vezes fora de um compasso para forgar o processo de reco-
nhecimento, em vez de esperar pelo tempo fixo de comprimento.

« Com uma caneta ativa, vocé também pode selecionar 'lago’ enquanto estiver no modo de escrita a mao, desenhando em torno
de varios objetos. O Notion detectara automaticamente a selegao a mao livre em comparagéo com a notagao manuscrita e alter-
nara o modo de acordo.

Escrita a Mdo com Dedo / Caneta Padrao

Excluir

Para excluir enquanto estiver na Escrita a Mao, rabisque sobre a cabega da nota para remover a nota ou rabisque sobre o elemento indi-
vidual (ex.: um acento). Vocé também pode selecionar o item e usar a Ferramenta Apagar normalmente - mas isso nao é tao pratico.
Vozes

Vocé pode escrever em diferentes vozes - basta selecionar a voz primeiro com a Ferramenta Voz (veja abaixo).

Bateria / percusséao

A escrita também é possivel para bateria e percussao em pauta de 5 linhas - no reconhecimento, a nota/técnica/cabeca de nota mais
proxima sera inserida. Por exemplo, se vocé escrever uma seminima na linha superior de uma pauta de bateria (ou seja, para um hi-
hat), ao ser reconhecido, ele se convertera automaticamente em uma nota de cabega cruzada.

Atraso no Reconhecimento de Escrita a Mao

Vocé pode ajustar o periodo de tempo entre a escrita da Ultima nota e a converséo para notacéo digital. O atraso de converséo varia de
0 segundos (instanténea), até 10 segundos apds o inicio do periodo de inatividade.

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Dicas Uteis sobre Escrita & M&o

» Amplie 0 zoom se estiver tendo problemas para inserir notas e simbolos com precisao.
« As canetas ativas suportadas s&o mais precisas do que o dedo e, sendo sensiveis a pressao, a escrita parece mais real.
« Experimente o tempo de escrita a mao de acordo com sua preferéncia.

» Misture os métodos de entrada de notas - ex.: use o dedo ou a entrada passo-a-passo e, em seguida, a Apple Pencil para escre-
ver as articulagdes a méo. O Notion detectara automaticamente o dedo ou a Apple Pencil e alternara os modos de acordo.

» Ao adicionar notas a um compasso que ja possui notas, o Notion reanalisara todo o compasso - isso pode ser bom, mas se hou-
ver elementos existentes que ndo sao suportados pelo mecanismo de escrita (como notas ornamentais), eles serao ignorados
e até descartados.
